Antisemitic incidents in 2021 in the UK reached an all-time high, 
according to �gures compiled by the Community Security Trust, 
the charity that seeks to protect the Jewish community and which 
monitors antisemitism.

The majority of these antisemitic incidents appear to be linked to 
events in the Middle East but some stem from the activities of far 
right and neo-Nazi homegrown organisations.
