Applicants, to help applicants write the highest quality proposal for their visit.

Think about the “added value”  

Have a think about the way that you can get the most from your visit.  

• Are there any conferences or seminars that you could attend while you’re there? (Remember 

conference costs can be covered by your RTSG).  

• Speak to your University International Office; does your University have any links with 

Universities or Research Organisations in the area that could provide you with opportunities?  

• Does the British Council have a presence in the country or region that you are hoping to visit? 

Are there any events that you could attend or is there someone you could contact to help plan
